Catechesis notes of the week – No greater love – The last two weeks were spent looking at how God, because He is love, created us so that He had someone to give His love and blessings to.  But if we truly desire to see the depth of God’s love for us we must look at His only Son, our Lord, Jesus Christ.  The second person of the Holy Trinity, left His throne in heaven to enter our sinful world.  Why?  So that He could redeem us.  The Father’s love for you was such true love that even though your sin had ripped you away from Him, He would not be stopped.  He would do whatever it took to redeem you and make you His once again.  That meant that His Son had to become like us in every way, except without sin.  In the manger at Bethlehem, lying in diapers, unable to speak was Jesus, the Word of God made flesh.  This was the necessary first step in salvation.  To restore us to the way we should have been, God had to become us and do everything that we should have done and then die as though He was sin itself.  No greater love exists.  Praise be to Jesus, who humbled Himself, taking the form of a servant and was obedient to the will of His Father even to the point of rejection and death.  He lives and because He lives so will everyone who places their trust in Him.  And this is such a wonderful time to remember that as we are reminded again of those who have fallen asleep in the faith, who now rest with Christ.  One day we will join them around the throne, singing the praises of Jesus, our Lord and Savior.
The Order of Meditation and Prayer

Pray and confess out loud as much from the order of meditation and prayer as you are able, or as your family size and ages dictate.  Learn by heart the verse, catechism, and hymn of the week.

Theme: Jesus makes you a saint.
