Catechesis notes of the week – No ordinary bath – “God chose what is foolish in the world to shame the wise.”  Baptism may not look like much, but boy does it pack a punch!  One of the readings for this Sunday was the story of Naaman, who was insulted by the thought that something as simple as washing in the Jordan River seven times could cure his leprosy.  Where was the waving of the hands?  Where was the magical incantation?  Where were the flashes of light?  If God is really so mighty and powerful, surely He can come up with something better than taking a dip in a muddy river!  But that is not the way God works.  Our Old Adams need to be put to death along with their notions of how God should work.  God would have us listen to His Word and simply receive His gifts as He chooses to give them. And though Baptism doesn’t look all that impressive, God has promised that in this simple washing of water, joined with the words He has given, He saves us – He forgives our sins, rescues from all our enemies that seek our eternal death, and makes us His beloved children.  
The Order of Meditation and Prayer

Pray and confess out loud as much from the order of meditation and prayer as you are able, or as your family size and ages dictate.  Learn by heart the verse, catechism, and hymn of the week.
